It is 30 years since Blackdown Hil ls was designated an Area of

Outstanding Natural Beauty, a designation which has enabled us to do so

much more to conserve and enhance this special landscape, support local

communities and encourage people to visit and enjoy the area.

In August this year, the National Trust completed its restoration of the

Wellington Monument. This £3.1m project has restored the Monument to

better condition than when first completed and people are now able to

climb to the top once more. (Bookings wil l  reopen in the spring). As well

as receiving funds from major donors, the local community played a huge

part in raising money and providing volunteer support. A big thank you if

you were involved!

Wellington Monument was built as a tribute to the Duke of Well ington and

his victory at the Battle of Waterloo. At around 175 feet (53m) it is the

world's tallest three-sided obelisk!
